Passport Landforms
Traveling Through The Continents 
Your job, if you choose to accept it, will be to become a graphic artist that is in charge of developing new passport stamps for all seven (7) continents. It is “our” plan to reduce the number and types of stamps for passport stamps, from being country based to being continent based. In “our” thought “we” believe this will help to enhance the knowledge that people have of the all-important Geosphere and will further support learning on a different level.

Your graphic passport designs will be considered on an individual basis, and in the end and superior graphic design artists will be award a Passport Peace Prize.  
Your passport stamp design submissions must include the following:

· Name of the continent
· Two landforms per continent (one per page)
· Name (actual name) and type of landform
· Location of the landform within the continent (which country, town, city, etc.)
· A description of how the landform was formed (processes involved)
· IF the landform can be formed in the state of Florida
· FINALLY, a passport stamp design for one of the landforms from each continent (on a separate page than the landform information)!
*Passport submissions are required to be one page per landform and a page per passport stamp design, and must be large enough for the judges (that would be us, your teachers) to read.

	Passport Cover Design
	The inside cover of the passport has your name, date of birth, birthplace, nationality (US citizen, or otherwise), date of issue (the date of the project) and special features. It is also signed by you. 
The outside cover has a passport design.
	The inside cover is missing two or more of the required elements and is not signed.  
The outside cover has a passport design. 
	The inside cover is missing more than half of the required information, and is not signed.
The outside cover does not have a passport design. 


	Continent Travel
	Every continent is represented in the passport. 
	Two or more of the continents are missing from the passport. 
	More than half of the continents are missing from the passport. 



	Landforms
	All landforms are represented in the passport. 

There are at least two landforms per continent.

All information is answered for each landform (per continent). 
	There are two (2) or three (3) landforms missing from the passport.
There is at least one landform per continent.

There is missing information about the landforms.  
	There are more than three (3) landforms missing from the passport.
One or more continents is missing landform information.

There is missing information about the landforms.  

	Passport Stamp
	There is a passport stamp per continent, a total of seven (7) stamps.

The passport stamp represents one of the landforms discovered on that continent.

The passport stamp is creative and well designed.  
	There are five (5) or six (6) passport stamps.
The passport stamps represent one of the landforms discovered on that continent. 
The passport stamps are creative.  
	There are fewer than five (5) passport stamps.

The passport stamps do not represent a landform from that continent.
The passport stamps are uninspiring.

	Design and format
	The passport book makes good use of color, borders, and pictures.
There is a stamp on the back with your name and class period. 
	The passport book makes adequate use of color, borders, and pictures.
One part of the back stamp is missing one part either your name or the class period is missing.
	There is poor use of color, borders, and pictures in the passport book..
The stamp on the back, your name, and/or the class period are missing. 

	Writing Conventions
	There are no spelling, capitalization, or grammar errors.
Correct paragraphing stanza, divisions, and other textural markers are used to enhance meaning.
	There are few spelling, capitalization or grammar errors.
Text eliminates or manipulates sentence fragments for emphasis and stylistic effect.
	There are many spelling, capitalization and grammar errors.
Text begins to manipulate punctuation for emphasis or stylistic effect. 


Currently passport stamps include:


Name of the country


A symbols that represent that country/city of entrance


The year and a location for the date of entry to be added
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
